by tee children of railroad magnate Charles Elliot Perkins. 1t was Perkins'
wish that the park be kept forever apen and free to the public. Since 1908,
other lands around the original 480 acres have been acguired by the

city. Cumently, the Garden Of The Gods Park is 1320 acres in size.
