ÅCoordinated monthly volunteer teams for clean-up efforts along 30th Street in Colorado Springs, CO. 

ÅLed trail clean-up activities on Earth Day. 

ÅBegan working with the City of Colorado Springs to find ways to help improve and maintain trails in the Garden of the Gods. 

ÅIncreased coordination with TOPS coalition, RMFI and other agencies who also work in Garden of the Gods Park Supported 

trails maintenance and reconstruction.

ÅImproved trail safety and access with over 150 steps added along six southern Park trails
